The cu
an ancient river carried stones and sand against the face of the “neck” be
two bends in the river, eventually wearing it through. Through the following
ages, water, wind and weather wore the opening bigger and bigger until we see
it as we do today, with a small stream meandering through the canyon, far below
its original bed when the arch was first formed.

On August 14, 1909, Rainbow Bridge was first seen by white men — Dr.
Byron Cummings, then Dean of Arts and Sciences for the University of Utah,
and W. B. Douglas, a government surveyor, who had joined forces to. track down
rumors of such a bridge they had heard from the Indians. (From the book:
